As I was preparing a sermon, I happened onto a poem by 
Joyce Kilmer.  When I read the poem, it seemed to be an 
expression of Kilmer's religious faith -- but you can't really 
understand a poem without understanding the poet.  I knew 
only two things about Kilmer.  I knew that in spite of his name, 
Joyce, he was a man. I also knew him as the author of the 
poem, "Trees." You know that poem.  It begins: "I think that I 
shall never see, ,A poem lovely as a tree." 
 
I decided that I should learn something about Kilmer to see he 
really was a man of faith. When I did a little research, I found 
that Kilmer's full name was Alfred Joyce Kilmer.  His middle 
name, Joyce, was the last name of the Episcopal priest who 
had baptized him. I was surprised that he had chosen to be 
known as Joyce instead of Al. I also found that Kilmer was, 
indeed, a man of faith.  Raised an Episcopalian, he converted 
to Catholicism as a young man when his infant daughter was 
stricken with polio.  I also learned that Kilmer was killed during 
the Battle of the Marne in World War I -- a real tragedy -- I 
would so like to know the gifts that Kilmer would have left for 
us if he had been privileged to live his full three score and ten. 
With that background in mind, listen to Kilmer's poem.  He 
entitled it, "Love's Lantern." 
 
Because the road was steep and long, 
 And through a dark and lonely land, 
God set upon my lips a song, 
And put a lantern in my hand. 
 
Through miles on weary miles of night  
That stretch relentless in my way 
My lantern burns serene and white,  
An unexhausted cup of day. 
 
O golden lights and lights like wine, 
How dim your boasted splendors are. 
Behold this little lamp of mine;  
It is more star like than a star! 
Isn't that lovely! 
 

God set upon my lips a song 
And put a lantern in my hand.... 
An unexhausted cup of day. 
 
I especially like that line, "An unexhausted cup of day."  
Kilmer's lantern was "An unexhausted cup of day."  Can't you 
just see that -- a cup of daylight carried in his hand like a 
lantern to light his pathway -- to lead him through the darkness.  
That lantern guided Kilmer through "miles on weary miles of 
night" -- and was "more star like than a star." 
 
Don't you wish you had a lantern like that to guide you through 
your dark nights!  You do have one, of course!  You have the 
same lantern that guided Kilmer through his dark nights. That 
lantern is called the Paraclete -- the Holy Spirit -- the Spirit of 
God who dwelled in Kilmer's heart a century ago and who 
dwells in your heart today. 
 
When Jesus told his disciples of this Paraclete -- this Spirit of 
truth -- it was his promise that he would not leave them 
desolate.  They would not have to face alone the trials of 
living.  They would not have to figure it out on their own.  When 
Jesus told his disciples of the Paraclete -- the Spirit of truth -- it 
was his promise that God would be with them.  Even better, it 
was his promise that the Spirit of God would dwell within them 
so that no one could ever take that Spirit from them.  That 
promise was for those first disciples -- and it is for us today.  
That same Paraclete-- that Spirit of God -- lives in our hearts 
today.  That same Spirit of God sets upon our lips a song -- 
and puts a lantern in our hands to lead us safely through the 
darkness. 
 
As you go through the routine of your days this week, go with 
an awareness of this gift.  Know that the Holy Spirit is there 
with you -- in your heart -- sent to help you through times both 
good and bad -- sent to put a song on your lips and a lantern in 
your hand.  Wherever you go, ask the Spirit to guide you.  
Then listen and go where the Spirit directs.  If you will do that, 
the Spirit will be to you a lantern in your hand -- an 
unexhausted cup of day -- and the Spirit will put a song on your 
lips.   Amen.

Finance Committee Meeting on May 17, 2010 

Members in attendance:  Shane Norman, Mel Jackson, 
Gary Gilbert, Jerry Bomar and  Diane Bomar. 
Others in attendance: David Wright and A J Hillin 
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Finance, continued 
 
Chairperson  Shane Norman called the meeting to order 
and A J Hillin opened the meeting with prayer. 
The committee reviewed the Income and Expense 
Statements for YTD 05-12-2010.  No exceptions were 
noted. 
 
David Wright, representing the Trustees Committee, 
offered the following report. 
The underpinning of the church is in disrepair due to age 
and animals eating through to get under the church.   
The trustees recommend pouring a twelve inch footing 
around the base of the church and replace the present 
underpinning with Austin stone masonry.  In addition, the 
gravel areas alongside the handicapped ramp are 
replaced with concrete.   The trustees had one bid on 
this work and were attempting to secure another bid. 
 
The Trustees recommended extending and burying the 
gutter drains on the east side of the Fellowship Hall to 
prevent the noted soil erosion under the foundation of 
the building.  This project also requires excavation and 
fill dirt around the building and driveway. 
The extension and burial of gutter drains was approved 
pending an additional bid proposal. 
 
Shane asked the committee to consider preparing,  for 
approval by the Church Council, guidelines as to what 
circumstances should the church use the funds in the 
Dot Hudson Trust.  Should the trust funds be spent on 
us and, if so, what would be the guidelines that would 
have to be met prior to approval. 
Shane wanted the members to be prepared to make 
suggestions at the next meeting.
